Linking your web site to the Bible available at LJC1611KJV.com.

Anyone who wishes can add the 1611 KJV Bible to their own web site.  You can add links to your own site so that a Bible reference on your site brings up the KJV 1611 Bible in a separate window with the verse referenced showing.

You will have to figure out how top add a Web link using your own software that creates your own web site.  If you then edit the created hyperlink, you should see something like this. <a Target="_Bible" href=" http://ljc1611kjv.com/Bible/index.htm >KJV Bible</a>.
NOTE: web addresses are CASE-SENTSIVE.  “Bible” and “bible” are NOT the same web address.
If you wish to add hyperlinks to your own documents so that people can keep your web page open and have the Bible verse show in another window, you can also do that.  (Please go to LJC1611KJV.com and click on several Bible verses to see an example of what I am talking about.)  Please see the details below for how to do it.   If you make sure that every hyperlink, that references the Bible, includes ‘Target="_Bible"’, then when someone first clicks on a link at your site, the KJV Bible on LJC1611KJV will be brought up in a separate window called “Bible”.  Any further link clicked on your site will change the focus of the “Bible” window and not of your own site.  Once the “Bible” window is open, your visitor can select any Bible book and chapter or do a search of the Bible using menu options within the “Bible” window.  They can also keep reading your site in one window and reference the Bible, as needed, in another window.
In addition, anyone who is traveling can now study the Bible and search it anywhere they have access to the internet and they do not need to carry a concordance.  I have tested this site on three different phones, that have internet access, and it works with them as well as with Internet Explorer, FireFox and Google Chrome.
1. If you include a link to http://ljc1611kjv.com/Bible/index.html, the link will go to a page where every book and chapter in the Bible is listed.  If you “cut-and-paste” this web address into your browser you can view the page.
2. If you want to reference a specific book of the Bible replace “index.html” (in the above example link) with “OT/” (Old Testament) or “NT/” (New Testament) followed by the full Bible book name followed by “<dot>html”.  Numbered books have no space between the number and book name.  Thus, <a Target="_Bible" href=" http://ljc1611kjv.com/Bible/NT/1Peter.html”>1 Peter</a> references first Peter.  You need to be sure that the first letter of the book name is capitalized and the rest lower-case.
3. To reference a specific verse within a book, add “#C?V?” after the “<dot>html” where the first “?” is replaced by thee chapter number and the second “?” is replaced by the verse number.  So, <a Target="_Bible" href=" http://ljc1611kjv.com/Bible/OT/Psalms.htm#C2V6”>Psalms 2:6</a> will bring up Psalms 2:6 in the “Bible” window.  Using “#C?” without the “V?” will reference the start of the chapter.
