God Works Through His people
1Samuel 17:34-35 And David said unto Saul, Thy servant kept his father's sheep, and there came a lion, and a bear, and took a lamb out of the flock: And I went out after him, and smote him, and delivered it out of his mouth: and when he arose against me, I caught him by his beard, and smote him, and slew him.  1Samuel 17:37 David said moreover, The LORD that delivered me out of the paw of the lion, and out of the paw of the bear, he will deliver me out of the hand of this Philistine. And Saul said unto David, Go, and the LORD be with thee.
David did what he could and God did what David could not do.  There is no way that he could have hit a lion, a bear and Goliath in just the right place to knock each out using only a sling and human power.  As David testified, “The LORD that delivered me”.  His older brother claimed that David was full of pride because the older brother could not do, in his flesh, what God did through David.  And, if the king had listened to the older brother, then God’s people would have gone into slavery to a vicious people.
1 Corinthians 15:10 But by the grace of God I am what I am: and his grace which was bestowed upon me was not in vain; but I laboured more abundantly than they all: yet not I, but the grace of God which was with me.
Three times, in his writing, Paul had to defend himself from people who claimed to be a greater authority than Paul based upon credentials given by men.  Paul proved that he had better credentials and then explained that we are to not look at credentials given by men but are to look for evidence of God working in and through the ministry of the man.
The last time that Paul went to Jerusalem, he brought a financial offering to help starving members of the Jerusalem Church.  But, they were more concerned with the “many thousands” who were upset about reports that Paul did not teach their religious traditions.  And, instead of investigating what Paul actually taught, they demanded to Paul do a religious ceremony.  When Paul agreed, they then threw a riot and had Paul arrested for praying quietly in the Temple.
Paul was arrested, sent to Rome, wrote most of our New Testament and then was beheaded.  After that, God sent the Roman Army in to tear down the temple and make it impossible to keep Jewish religious traditions.  They also killed, or scattered, most of the Jerusalem Church and killed the doctrinal error that they fought for.
Now, come to modern times.  We have an Old Testament example and a New Testament example where some of God’s people fought for traditional error and they fought against people who said to trust the working of God.  When someone produces Godly results which go beyond anything that men can do in the flesh, that is evidence of God working through their life.
For at least 150 years, Baptists have been taught to follow traditional methods to interpret God’s word.  The main results were men finding errors and conflicts which they blamed on God’ word instead of on the method that they used.  Also, men have left God’s word for a devil-motivated perversion of God’s word.
Isaiah 55:8-9 For my thoughts are not your thoughts, neither are your ways my ways, saith the LORD. For as the heavens are higher than the earth, so are my ways higher than your ways, and my thoughts than your thoughts.
God has shown me His way to interpret His word with no errors and no conflicts.  I have applied God’s way to every sentence, every phrase, every punctuation mark and every word in all of the Gospels and all of the epistles.  I have proven that there are no errors if you use God’s way.  No other person in history has done anything similar.
In addition, there are over 347,000 links on my sight showing that the true word definitions and true doctrines are the same all across the Bible.  God does not change (Malachai 3:6, Hebrews 13:8).  When God said a word, He attached a meaning to it.  He did not later attach a different meaning to the word and God did not attach that meaning to another word.  That would require God to change.
In addition to all of that, commentators are studying for the many applications while I study for the single interpretation.  For example, there are 983 references to the name of Jesus in your Bible.  I am the only person who has published all references and explained the single meaning found in all of them and explained the many applications of this name which vary with the context.  No one else in history has studied out every reference to find, and publish, the single interpretation of that name.
People use the definition from the Greek dictionary to say that “Jesus” means: ‘Saviour’.  However, the single definition has to match every usage in the Bible.  (Show Loed Jesus Christ Verses page.)  Once “Jesus” is used for a preacher’s helper.  Twice, “Jesus” is used for Joshua of the Old Testament.  Our eternal salvation is not dependent on either of those men.  The fact is that “Jesus” is the name of a literal physical man.  The Son of God had to put aside His power and authority as God in order to be conceived in Mary as a literal physical man.  He had to die for our sins as a literal physical man because God can not die.  However, He also lived as a literal physical man to be an example to us.  (Show ‘What Did Jesus Do?’ web page).
While I could go on, I will simply say that the way that I study the Bible is different from Baptist traditions and the results that I receive are also different.  And, since my results are so much better, I can say that it is not I, but the grace of God in me that produces these results.  Therefore, I do not read commentators because they give you Baptist traditions while I give the single interpretation.
Now, I hope that you understand the difference in study methods and in the differences in the results.  What I publish is what God’s grace produces by using me.  And, anyone who disagrees can first show how their method produces better results.
With that in mind, Let’s look at what is preached as the basic plan of salvation.  Religion claims that you have to ‘Ask Jesus to be your Saviour’.  Religion claims that if you do this then you will have God’s life in you, which is true Biblical salvation.  And, God uses physical reality to teach us spiritual concepts.
So, who are your physical parents? (God, father and mother).  All three are involved in conception and, hopefully, involved in training the child.  Each has a different job.  The child who claims that his mother is his parent, but his father is not, is wrong.  He’s just trying to get out of a spanking.
The Biblical definition of “Saviour” is like the word “parent”.  The Bible says that we have five spiritual “Saviours”: God the Father, God the Holy Spirit, God the Son as Jesus, God the Son as Christ, and God the Son as Lord.  When Satan tempted Jesus, he quoted Bible but took the quote out of context and perverted the meaning.  These people who say: “ask Jesus to be your Saviour” are taking the Bible truth out of Context and perverting the meaning.  People believe that if they say this prayer then Jesus has to pay for all of their sins, even while they live a life of seeking the pleasures of the flesh.  And, they believe that He has to give them a mansion while they spend their life serving Satan.
Every place where the Bible says: “shall be saved”, requires obedience to God.  The people who “ask Jesus to be their Saviour”, but are not willing to obey, are not saved.  The Bible says: “For whosoever shall call upon the name of the Lord shall be saved. (Romans 10:13)”  When you “call upon the name” you are trusting in the power and authority of the name.  You are accepting “Jesus” as your personal “Lord” and agreeing to obey Him in your personal life.
1 John 2:2 says: “And he is the propitiation for our sins: and not for ours only, but also for the sins of the whole world.”  If Jesus paid for all of the sins of the whole world, how do people still go to Hell?
They go to Hell because they do not get that payment applied to their own personal sin record in Heaven.  Only the “Lord” can change our legal record.  Therefore, we must accept Jesus as our personal “Lord” before He changes our legal record in Heaven.  And, in addition to changing our legal record, He legally adopts us as God’s child, changes our spiritual citizenship from the kingdom of Satan to the kingdom of God and moves us from God’s criminal court to His family court, which is the judgment seat of Christ.His family HH
Once that happens, we can never go to Hell.  We have eternal salvation.  However, we can still be punished and even die an early death.
In John 10:10 we read: “The thief cometh not, but for to steal, and to kill, and to destroy: I am come that they might have life, and that they might have it more abundantly.”  In the Bible, the word “and” is the mathematical function of addition.  If you throw away either part of an addition problem, you change the answer.  Likewise, if you ignore either side of the word “and”, in the Bible, you pervert the message of the Bible.  Thus, you can not have salvation (“life”) without also having spiritual growth (“life more abundantly”).  If you’re not willing to let Jesus change your life after you are saved then He is not willing to save you.
You are saved by believing God’s promise of salvation if you accept Jesus as your personal Lord.  Likewise, you get spiritual growth, the “life more abundant”, by believing the additional promises that are in the Bible.  And, if you truly believe the promises, you will act upon them.  *Show “Promises” in two web pages.)
Now, when you were first saved, Romans 3:25 says that God marks paid “sins that are past” (Romans 3:25). But, we still sin after our initial salvation.  1John 1:9 says: “If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just to forgive us our sins, and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness.”  That promise adds “cleanse us from all unrighteousness” to the “forgiveness”.  If we don’t let Him remove the “unrighteousness”, then we can’t claim the “forgiveness”.  And, anyone who has dealt with covetousness knows that it can take years to stop wanting the latest and greatest.
So, the question becomes: how does God deal with the sins of saved people while they are still struggling with a sin that he is trying to remove from their life?  And, the answer is in the promise that we are “justified by faith” (Romans 3:28; Romans 5:1; Galatians 3:24).  
As we find the promises of God that apply to our life, and we act on those promises with the belief that God will keep His promise in His time and His way, we are acting in true Biblical “faith”.
