Unique to the Gospel of John

1. Only in John, some of his disciples bring their friends and family to meet him, where they too are called to be disciples. Andrew brings his brother Simon Peter (John 1:41), and Philip introduces Jesus to Nathanael (John 1:45).
2. The doubt of Thomas, supposedly, is only reported by John.
3. The Greek root for “believe” and “faith” shows up more in John than in all the other gospels combined. This aligns with John’s stated objective to write an account so that those who hear it may believe.
4. John introduces Jesus as the Word of God
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
